Abstract. This article analyzes the substan-
tive-attribute phrases in four Old Russian texts
of the epistolary genre of the XI-XIII centuries.
The aim of the work is to analyze the semantic
and grammatical factors that influence the
placement of the attribute in nominal groups, in
particular to test F. R. Minlos and D. Vort’s
hypothesis about dependency between the posi-
tion of the attribute expressed by possessive
pronouns and the animacy of the qualified noun
(with the animate noun the attribute is in post-
position). The topicality of the study is deter-
mined by the insufficient information on the
problems of historical syntax and the factors
influencing the word order on the material of
epistolary texts of the initial period of the
grammatical structure formation in the Russian
language. In the course of the study, using the
descriptive-comparative method and the meth-
od of continuous sampling, we have found out
that there is a dependency between the position
of demonstrative and possessive pronouns and
the animacy of the qualified nouns. The attrib-
ute expressed by a defining pronoun with both
inanimate nouns (87 %) and animate nouns
(13 %) is in a preposition. We can therefore
conclude that the position of a defining pronoun
depends on the morphological principle of the
components’ arrangement in the attribute
phrase.
