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Abstract. The article aims to determine the lexical and semantic features of terms used to denote
anti-trends in the US secondary and higher education. Current anti-trends are studied on the basis of
the “buzzwords” functioning in the US educational media discourse from January 2023 to July 2024.
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As a result, it is revealed that terms used to denote anti-trends in the US secondary and higher
education have acquired a number of lexical and semantic features (primary and secondary
generalization of meaning, occurrence of the connotative component of meaning, change in
connotation) in the conditions of various social, political, and cultural factors influencing the US
education.
